	We are able to offer :

· Free ready-to-use  curriculum materials  and teacher information 
· A small grant of £250  from One World Network North East for other resources 

or support
· A small grant of £180 from One World Network North East for supply cover

· One day’s free  professional development about the materials and the Global Dimension 

· School-based support from EDS, on a contract basis paid for by the schools

· A project that could contribute to the CPD Certificate in Citizenship Education

· Identify an appropriate member of staff who would attend the professional development day, be involved in teaching the unit and leading other staff 
· Allocate appropriate time for using the materials which could be  

· a series of about 5 citizenship lessons

· lessons in several subjects (eg. CZ, Hi, En, Gg)  in the  course of a week.

· a suspended curriculum day.
