· A Few Useful Tips

Spend time finding out who the potential partners are. 

Spend time establishing one-to-one contact with the partners. 

Explore possible contribution of partners.

Bring partners together in a way that enables them all to input 
ideas.


Firm up the purpose of the initiative and reach agreement as 
far as possible or rethink aspects of the initiative.  


Agree a timescale and put dates in diaries.


Agree the contribution of each partner. 


Consult on the main matters of principle.

Keep everyone informed.


Be flexible and don’t get over-anxious if things don’t work out 
the way you would like !
